2. Distribute the enclosed reference letters to your three references, and ensure that your references send
the forms back directly to our offices by NOVEMBER 15.

Circle your first
choice, and be aware that the times are limited in spaces, and will be filled on a first-come, first-serve
basis. If you choose a time that is already full, you will be contacted to select another interview time.
